Essi Viding is Professor of Developmental Psychopathology at the Division of Psychology and Language Sciences, 

University College London, where she co-directs the Developmental Risk and Resilience Unit. She is also adjunct 

faculty at Yale University Medical School Child Study Centre. Professor Viding studied for an undergraduate degree 

in Psychology at University College London and did her PhD at King’s College London. Her research combines a 

variety of methodologies - including brain imaging, experimental psychology and genetics - in an effort to 

understand how antisocial behaviour and psychopathy develop. Professor Viding has received several prizes for 

her work, including the British Academy Wiley Prize in Psychology, the British Psychological Society Spearman 

Medal, and the Royal Society Rosalind Franklin Award. She has published over 160 articles in international 

scientific journals and regularly serves on UK and international scientific committees. She also advises UK 

government on issues related to child mental health.
